PART IV – NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION OF ACTIVITIES
Arkansas Center for Music Education, also referred to as A.C.M.E., has had no past or present activity.
Our plans are to offer affordable music classes, performance ensembles, and music education opportunities to the residents of the Arkansas River Valley, especially to those who would not have these opportunities available to them otherwise.

The planned class offerings and activities are as follows:
Planned Class Offerings (classes to run Sept. – May)

· Elementary and General Music for home school students – materials covered will include music elements & theory; various music histories (American, Ethnic, World), music technology through the introduction of music creation software (see attached copies from elementary classroom book and music theory and music history workbooks);
· Elementary & General Music for private schools without music programs – same materials as above (same materials as used for home school classes);
· Beginning to advanced levels of performance groups to general public, including home school students and private school students without a music program:

· Band (woodwinds, brass, percussion)
· Orchestra (string and symphonic)
(see attached copies from method books);
· Adult music theory for the community – materials covered will include the basics of music theory (see attached copies from music theory workbook).

Classes will be taught by persons with a bachelor of music or music education degree or a student, no less than the level of Junior, of a music education degree program; or by persons with no less than five years experience working or teaching, privately or publicly, in the field of music, whether degreed or life experience.

Classes will be offered the months of September through May.  All classes except the performance groups will meet once a week for 45 minutes.  Performance groups will meet once a week for no less than one and a half hours or twice a week for 45 minutes each meeting.

The following activities will be carried out by staff or those delegated to form a committee to carry out the activity, such as parents of band or orchestra students or students themselves.

Planned Activities:

· Provide performance opportunities for elementary music students and performance groups;

· Provide guest performers to A.C.M.E. students and the community for the purpose of introducing and expanding knowledge of the cultural diversity of music, theatre, and performers and performance groups and educating them on the musical heritage of Arkansas;
· Provide clinics and improvement opportunities for A.C.M.E. students involved in performance groups, as well as other students/organizations lacking such opportunities, by acquiring guest conductors and adjudicators to work with students.
· Fundraising activities to help provide instruments, materials, and free services for those in the community in financial distress.
Though open to the surrounding communities in the Arkansas River Valley, classes and activities will be held in Russellville, Arkansas.
